FINE ARTS

(ART I) CREATIVE ART COMPREHENSIVE
05154

Art I is a one or two semester course.  It is open to anyone in grades 9-12. Students may earn the required half credit of fine arts by completing one semester of art and may earn a half credit of an elective by completing the second semester.  The class meets every day for 50 minutes a day and is limited to 12-14 students.  This is a basic foundation course for learning about drawing, color, design, painting, printmaking, sculpture, and art appreciation.

(ART II) AP STUDIO ART
05171

Art II is either a one or two semester course.  It is open to any student in grades 9-12 who have completed two semesters of Art I.  Students will earn a half credit of an elective for each semester completed.  The class meets every day for 50 minutes a day.  This is an advanced course for further exploration in elements of art that are of particular interest to the student; such as, sculpture in different clay mediums, oil or acrylic painting, woodcarving, wood sculpture, linoleum or woodcut printmaking, and screen-printing.
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CERAMICS POTTERY
05159

Semester long class.  Students will learn the many hand building, and glazing techniques as well as learning how to work with the potter’s wheel.

COMPUTER GRAPHICS/PRINT MAKING GRAPHICS
05160

This class is semester long course designed to give the students a background using the computer as the tool for creation of advertisements, commercial designs, and some creative art.  Students will learn to incorporate digital cameras and scanners as well.  This course is offered to juniors & seniors.
GRAPHIC DESIGN

05162

This is a course offered to freshmen, sophomores, juniors, & seniors as a yearlong course that uses computers and English skills to conduct and design the yearbook. 

BAND
05101

Concert Band is open to students in grades 8 through 12 who have successfully completed Middle School Band.  Concert band meets according to a monthly calendar with 2-3 mandatory performances each year.  Instrumental music includes the study of a variety of musical styles.  Solo and ensemble opportunities and private lessons are available upon request.  Members of the Concert Band may choose to audition for All-State Band, All-State Jazz Band, or All-State Orchestra.  Auditions may include a prepared solo, etudes and/or concert music, scales, a written terminology test, and sight-reading. Concert Band participants are also members of the Pep Band, which plays at several home events throughout the year. All members of the Pep Band are required to attend every scheduled event.
CHORUS
05110

Concert Choir is open to all students, grades 9-12, through audition only.  Auditions are held in the previous spring or upon registration of a new student.  Maximum number of students will not exceed 68. Concert Choir meets according to a monthly calendar with 2-3 mandatory performances each year.  Vocal music includes the study of a variety of musical styles.  Women’s Choir, private lessons, solo work, and ensembles are available upon request.  Show Choir, Women’s Choir, and ensembles meet when Concert Choir does not.  Ensembles available include Triple Trio and Mixed Octet. Show Choir includes choreographed pieces and special dress with some personal expense involved.  Membership in All State Chorus is a personal honor through audition, which requires learning 8-9 selections of medium/advanced difficulty and traveling to the event during the final weekend of October.

Students may also audition for South Dakota Honor’s Choir.  Auditions include a prepared solo, sight-reading, tonal memory, pitch accuracy, and a written test.  Honor’s Choir meets for a week at the end of July – beginning of August on a designated college campus.  A camp fee is involved.
BUSINESS EDUCATION

ACCOUNTING I

12104
At the completion of this course the student will know how to handle day-to-day business transactions for journalizing and posting.  The student will be able to fill out basic financial statements and interpret them.  The student will understand purchases, cash payments, sales, cash receipts, payroll and tax reports.  The use of data processing in accounting will be understood.   The student will have the skills to handle entry-level jobs in the accounting field.
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(ACCOUNTING II) ADVANCED ACCOUNTING 
12108
At the completion of this course the student will have a greater understanding of the basic accounting procedures, the business and accounting concepts to use in college and other business activity.  Accounting I is a prerequisite to this class.  This is a one-semester course.

GENERAL BUSINESS (INTRO TO BUSINESS)
12051
General Business is designed to be a one-semester class mainly for freshmen or sophomores.  It is an introductory class concerning all aspects of business and the economy and how it affects our day-to-day life.  Some of the subjects covered are the different business systems in the world, banking and checking accounts, credit and borrowing, saving, stocks and bonds, insurance, money management, and career planning.

BUSINESS LAW
12054
 At the completion of this course, the student will understand how law affects their everyday life as to contracts, sales, property, employment, commercial paper, insurance, and business organizations.
COMPUTERS

COMP. STUDIES/COMPUTER APPLICATIONS
10004
Students will learn the different capabilities of Microsoft Excel 2010. Files will be downloaded, and students will have to make changes according to directions given. Formulas will be stressed, along with the different application available in Microsoft Excel 2010. This course is a semester course and is required for freshmen.
COMPUTER I VISUAL BASIC PROGRAMMING
10153
 Students will gain knowledge learning to assemble a Desk Top Computer and a laptop computer. They will also learn to set up a network. The language of Visual Basic is taught in the programming portion of the course. Computer Studies is required as a prerequisite.
COMPUTER II WEB PUBLISHING AND DESIGN
10201

This class will focus on multi-media. Students will create multimedia projects and maintain the high school’s web page. Computer Studies and Computer I are required. This course is offered to juniors and seniors.
ENGLISH/LANGUAGE ARTS
ENGLISH I - (SEM 1) ENGLISH/LANGUAGE ARTS – (SEM 2) ENGLISH/LANGUAGE ARTS

This is a broad course of study that encompasses language usage in reading and writing. Throughout the year, there is an emphasis on grammar, vocabulary, spelling, punctuation, sentence structure, and paragraph development. Students learn the fundamentals of characterization, plot, setting, theme, and literary terms that are found in selections of short story, fiction non-fiction, poetry, and drama. Continuing assignments are given for use in the student’s career development plan.
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ENGLISH II – (SEM 1) ENGLISH/LANGUAGE ARTS – (SEM 2) SPEECH

In the first semester, the sophomores study literature with emphasis on short stories, autobiographies, essays, plays, and novels. Comprehensive review of writing forms and the six traits of writing are used to prepare students for the state writing assessment using the Write to Learn program. Students spend the second semester developing communication skills. The main objectives are to gain confidence in public speaking, to develop an understanding of the various forms of media, and to evaluate the impact media has on decision-making.  In addition, projects to enhance career development will be completed: preparing resumes, writing letters of introduction and thank you notes.

ENGLISH III – (SEM 1) AMERICAN LITERATURE – (SEM 2) ENGLISH/LANGUAGE ARTS

The curriculum of this course is designed for further development of the communication skills of students.  Emphasis is placed on the different forms of narrative, persuasive, descriptive, and informative writing.  Students complete a research paper with formal citation about a chosen career. Technical writing assignments are added to the student’s educational portfolio.  Students also begin a survey of American literature by studying the classics of the past decades and those works of contemporary authors through short stories, essays, poetry, and novels.

ENGLISH IV – (SEM 1) ENGLISH/LANGUAGE ARTS – (SEM 2) ENGLISH/LANGUAGE ARTS

Students review grammar, mechanics, and composition.  Students write a persuasion paper with in-text citation and present a speech to the class based on their research.   Technical writing assignments will also be completed for the portfolio and added throughout the year.  A survey of world literature is completed through drama, short story, poetry, and novel. In the second semester, students write a documented ethics paper that focuses on post-secondary career choices and present a speech to the class based on their research.
FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCE

FOUNDATIONS OF CTE

22150
Foundations of CTE is a year-long course which covers all areas of Career & Technical Education/ Family & Consumer Sciences, recommended for 9th graders.  The course includes an introduction to student organizations/ FCCLA.  Students will be exposed to a variety of leadership opportunities while learning about the areas of FACS and the programs and activities of FCCLA  This will include preparation of a competitive event
HUMAN DEVELOPMENT: PRENATAL TO TODDLERS
19052
Human Development- Prenatal to Toddlers is a semester course that is designed to enable students to gain knowledge necessary to understand the developmental stages from prenatal through toddler age.  The course will examine the developmental tasks, traits and problems of each of these stages.  It is recommended for any student interested in careers with families and children, education, social services, and for those planning to take the FACS Teaching & Training class.  

NUTRITION AND WELLNESS
22202
Nutrition and Wellness (previously the Foods class) is a semester course designed to develop the knowledge and skills necessary for students to improve their own health and wellness as well as to make healthy food choices and explore careers in the nutrition and wellness field.  Topics addressed in the course include: nutrition (My Pyramid, dietary guidelines, nutrients, Etc.)  and wellness, nutrition through the life span, eating habits, safety and sanitation, preparation and serving of nutritious foods, and technology in evaluating food choices.
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EMPLOYABILITY/ CAREERS
22152
Employability is a semester course recommended for 10th, 11th, and 12th graders, which is designed to give students an opportunity to do an extensive career exploration.  It covers decision-making, goal setting, and job skills, which include finding a job, interviewing, keeping a job and human relations on the job.  Students will add to the school-wide portfolio
SERVICE LEARNING
22104
Service Learning is a semester course designed for any student to assess his/her leadership abilities and to improve upon them and add new skills, regardless of what their leadership experiences prior to the class has been.  It is recommended for 10th, 11th, and 12th graders.  It covers leadership skills, parliamentary procedure, and goal setting and includes a number of leadership projects developed by the class, which cover public speaking, public relations, and leadership in the school and community.

(SEM 1)INTRO TO EDUCATION & TRAINING–(SEM 2)TRAIN. & TEACH. AS A PROFESSION

This is a two semester course in which the student will work with the FACS teacher for the first two weeks during 8th period.  After those two weeks, the student will spend one day a week in the FACS class and four days a week working with an elementary or preschool teacher or day care provider.  This is a one-credit class offered to Sophomores, Juniors, and Seniors.  The purpose of the class is to help students who are considering a career working with children to decide if this is what they want and also to give them some career head start experience.   Students will become familiar with the role of a teacher by assisting with bulletin boards, checking papers, running the copy machine, etc.  They will also learn to plan and present a lesson.  Students will prepare a section for their career portfolio that details the experience.
PERSONAL FINANCE

22210
The Personal Finance class is a semester class that will cover the following concepts;  Earning a Living, Money Management, Spending and Credit, and Savings and Investing.  The class will be an activity-based, hands-on curriculum that will teach the skills needed for students to manage their finances.
WORLD LANGUAGES
SPANISH I

06101
This course provides the basic concepts and skills needed to develop a second language.  Emphasis is placed upon the five areas of basic proficiency:  reading, writing, speaking, listening, and comprehension.  Students learn vocabulary, as well as culture of the Hispanic world, through a variety of activities. In order to advance to Spanish II, students must have a C+ (without participation grade) on coursework or pass a proficiency exam.
SPANISH II

06102
Students must have a C+ on their Spanish I coursework before entering the advance level. This course will help students develop greater proficiency with the skills learned in Spanish I.  Listening, reading, and writing skills will be advanced to a broader content level.  Not only do students develop communication skills, but also a knowledge of tradition customs, events, foods, music, crafts, and culture of Hispanic countries.

MATHEMATICS

BASIC ALGEBRA/PRE-ALGEBRA
02051
The course has been designed for those students who would normally have difficulty with a standard first-year algebra course.  It provides the fundamentals of a standard course.

CONSUMER MATH

02157
This one-year course is designed to equip the student with the tools necessary in becoming an educated consumer and improve their problem-solving skills.  This course is not recommended for advanced math students.

ALGEBRA I

02052
Algebra I is a one-year course that covers solving equations, factoring, simplifying variable fractions, and a variety of applications of algebra.  It is recommended to be taken the first year of high school.

GEOMETRY

02072
At the completion of this one-year course the student will be able to better understand the mathematical system and to appreciate the basic structure of geometry to develop powers of spatial visualization, to gain a basic understanding of the methods of coordinate geometry, to reason deductively and inductively in both mathematical and nonmathematical situations, to further strengthen his/her basic algebra skills, and to appreciate the need for clarity and precision of language

ALGEBRA II

02056
Algebra II is an advanced course in the study of algebra, which includes strenuous review of Algebra I.  There is an emphasis throughout the course on the concept of problem solving, factoring, and understanding the number system, trigonometry, and algebraic reasoning.  The course is designed to be a college prep course.  It is useful for the ACT tests given after the junior year.  It’s most beneficial aspect is the development of reasoning skills for any student who enrolls and completes the course.
SENIOR MATH/PRE-CALCULAS
02110
  This course is designed for those students that will be attending college and do not need to take Calculus. It is a comprehensive review of the concepts taught during the first three years of math in high school. Students need three years of math prior to taking this course
CALCULUS
02121
 The course is designed specifically for students who go to a 4-year college and need to take Calculus in college. The concepts of derivatives and integrals are studied along with a comprehensive review of Trigonometry. The course is very similar to the first semester of Calculus I at SDSU. Students are required to have three years of math with a "B" average to enroll

GRAPHING CALCULATOR/TECH MATH
02153
Graphing Calculator is a semester course open to students who have completed Algebra I and are currently enrolled in Geometry or above.  It is limited to ten students.  The class will consist of learning to operate the calculator, including special key functions, graphing, setting up tables and statistics, in order to use it as a tool.  Introductory programming will also be covered.
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HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION
HEALTH  EDUCATION
08051
Health is a one-semester self survey course that includes open book worksheets, workbook, and textbook.  This class covers all health-related matters from physical and mental well being to AIDS and heart disease.  Twenty topics of healthy living are discussed along with family and social health.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

08001
The purposes of Physical Education are:  to give the students a thorough understanding of the importance of physical as well as mental education; realize the importance of keeping fit and active many years past high school and college; provide various opportunities for the students to participate in some form of activity that may interest them in hopes of maintaining that interest for later years; to teach and develop an understanding of the rules, skills, sportsmanship, fair play, and leadership qualities that can be found in these types of physical activities; improve coordination, agility, positive thought and self-confidence.

SCIENCE

PHYSICAL SCIENCE

03159
Physical Science is a study of the relationship of matter and energy.  Students will gain experience in observation; basic facts related to the study of physical science, students will develop skills in organizing, applying information and interpreting information.

BIOLOGY

03051
Biology is the study of living creatures and their relationship to each other and to nonliving parts of the environment.  We will answer questions in such a way that involves the process of investigation and discovery that are at the heart of biology.

ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE

03003

Environmental Science is the study of how the Earth works. In this class, we will focus on ecology, populations, water, air and land, energy resources and the future of our environment. We will do many hands-on activities where we will look at the environment around us. This class is intended for students who have completed physical science.
BIOLOGY-ADVANCED STUDIES
03052
This course examines the basic biological concepts of structure (anatomy) and function (physiology) of the human body. Body systems, such as the cardiovascular, respiratory, nervous, digestive, muscular, skeletal and reproductive will be surveyed. Special topics may include the disease processes that affect the human body, such as cancers and AIDS.
CHEMISTRY

03101
Chemistry is the study of matter and its properties.  All characteristics (*properties) of matter depend upon its structure (make-up).  Therefore, we will study the detailed structure of materials and use this information to make and predict the properties of new materials.  The course is intended for students who have completed at least two years of math, including Algebra I.  
PHYSICS

03151
This one-year course discusses the concepts of physics:  mechanics, forms of energy, and the conservation laws.  The course is intended for students who have completed at least two years of math, including Algebra I and Geometry or Algebra II.
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SOCIAL STUDIES
PSYCHOLOGY

04254
A one-semester course designed to study human behavior and to learn the reasons why individuals do what they do.  Students also make discoveries about their own motivations, learning styles, perceptions, memory, intelligence, and behavior.  Experiments, guest speakers, and field trips enhance the curriculum.

SOCIOLOGY

04258
A one-semester course involved in the study of human behavior within a society and culture, and how social settings influence group behavior.  Guest speakers and student-developed experiments are used to enhance these concepts. Cultural dynamics and statics, along with social issues, are investigated. 

WORLD GEOGRAPHY

04001
Geography is a hands-on working class that involves map work, puzzles, and lecture.  Most work is done in class using resource maps and textbooks to gain familiarity with the physical and cultural world around us.  The one-semester class for freshmen concentrates on “awareness” of our world and its identities.
U.S. HISTORY-COMPREHENSIVE
04101
US History is a full year required course for juniors.  The class concentrates on the time span of the Revolutionary War to Modern Day.  Modern videos, class lecture, and discussions are a regular part of the daily routine.  Highlighted units include the Civil War, WWII, and Viet Nam.  The class attempts to make you aware of the sacrifices our predecessors made and the responsibility we have to carry on our great American heritage and tradition.

WORLD HISTORY-OVERVIEW
04051
World History will improve the student’s awareness of history outside the boundaries of the U.S. We will review the civilizations and dynasties of the early world as we knew it then.  Many of today's political and social challenges are directly related to the past history of the world and the decisions and conflicts that took place.  World History will attempt to bring the issues into focus and explain the impact it has on the US and world today. This class will be more independent than U.S. History and will involve fewer lectures and more student responsibility in the classroom.
ECONOMICS

04201
The purpose of this required semester class is to introduce the student to the basic principles of the different economic systems.  Special emphasis will be on the free enterprise system in the United States.  It will help a student understand his/her role as a consumer, worker, and citizen.  It will work to help a student gain an understanding of the importance of living in an economic system that protects individual freedoms.

U.S. GOVERNMENT

04151
This is a required course for seniors opposite a semester of Economics.  The basic operation of our government and how it works is the main emphasis of the class.  Citizenship and responsibility are primary ideas that are stressed.
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MODERN PROBLEMS/CONTEMP. US ISSUES
04106
This full year course concentrates on current issues in the news. Local, state, national, and world affairs will be discussed and debated, as students will establish their own opinions/arguments from multiple resources. Scholastic Upfront Magazine is a bi-weekly issue that will serve as the textbook. Modern Problems involves reading, class discussions/debates, quizzes, summaries, and critical thinking.
DDN/COLLEGE CLASSES

State law allows 11th and 12th grade students to “enroll in not more than two courses per fall or spring semester which are offered at an institution of higher education or postsecondary vocational education institution.”  Those who are academically prepared, self-disciplined, and well organized should be encouraged to consider university courses.  Placement examinations or test scores may be required to determine whether a student may enroll in certain courses. You will receive full credit toward high school graduation as well as college credit for every course you take.  The De Smet School District will pay for the textbooks for the classes.  The student will be responsible for the tuition.
OCCUPATIONAL COURSES

CHIP PROGRAM (TEACHER/OFFICE AID)
22055
CHIP is a career exploration program, which exposes students to a variety of on-the-job work settings while earning high school credit.  It offers a variety of options for employers to work directly with students so they can develop good work habits and basic entry-level training.  As part of De Smet High School’s School to Work Program, the CHIP Program offers high school graduation credit while students earn on-the-job training in an area of interest.
SUMMER PROGRAM

DRIVER’S EDUCATION 
Driver’s Education is offered during the summer months.  Pre-registration is required.  Students spend 30 hours in the classroom and six hours driving a car to learn the basics of driving.  Students must be age thirteen (13) by September 1 following Driver Education.
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
