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The Huron Area Community Theater has established a scholarship fund to assist students who have shown support of the theater and their community in obtaining post secondary education. 
These contributions will provide a means to meet the increasing costs associated with post-secondary education. The Huron Area Community Theater is committed to assisting students who are supportive of the theater and their community to offset some of the financial impact of furthering their education. 

This aid is to be given regardless of any other sources of scholarships or financial means to the individual, and is not subject to any pre-determined academic achievements or qualifications.

 The Scholarship Award winners will be recommended  by the Scholarship Committee of the Huron Area Community Theater, which will be composed of at least 1 member of the board of directors and 2 additional members.  Preference will be given first to those students who have volunteered for the Huron Area Community Theater, second to those students who have volunteered for any theater entity and thirdly for those students who have volunteered in their community in general.  Consideration will also be given to award at least one student who has engaged in acting and at least one student who has engaged in support of the theater in general. Winners are recommended by the committee and approved by the board of directors. 

The scholarship plan year will be January 1st through December 31st.  In the January board meeting the board will determine how much money will be awarded in scholarships and how many scholarships will be awarded. Application deadline is April 1st. Recipients will be notified by May 15th.  Awards will be distributed in August after verification of full time status is received. 

Applicants will be required to meet the following eligibility requirements: 


Student must be 24 years of age or younger.                                                                                                                          
Student must attend a post secondary, undergraduate educational program at a technical school or college.
Student must provide documentation/proof of full time student status (registered for a minimum of 12 credits).
All eligible children in one household may apply.                                                                                                                    
The scholarships will be awarded without regard to race, creed, color, national origin or sex.

The annual scholarship amount will be set each year by the ACT board of directors. The minimum award will be $50 and the maximum award will be $500. If no applications are received or approved in a  plan year, there will be no  distribution of funds that year.  If the scholarship is defaulted prior to distribution (for example if the student decides not to attend school) the amount of that scholarship will be forfeited and will not be awarded that year.  The ACT reserves the right to request repayment of award if a student fails to attend post secondary education.
