De Smet Community Scholarship Guidelines

I. Applications


A. The school counselor will post the application on the counselor website.  Completed applications must be returned to the counselor by US mail only post marked no later than the date listed on the application.

B. Applications must be typed or written legibly.
C. The counselor will be responsible for supplying the most current available high school transcripts and information regarding class rank, GPA and ACT scores.
II. Selection of Recipients


A. Individuals, businesses, or organizations responding with contributions toward scholarships may nominate a representative to serve on the selection committee.

B. The selection committee will meet twice. The first meeting will be to receive candidate applications and discuss the interview selection process. The second meeting will be to interview candidates and select recipients.

C. Candidates will be rated according to following qualities:


1. Scholarship (academic classes, GPA, class rank, ACT, etc.)

2. Character (personality, responsibility, involvement, goals, etc.)

3. Need (parents’ contribution, work history, cost of education, etc.)

D. The committee will decide the number and the amount of scholarships to be awarded on a yearly basis. This will depend largely on the total contributions received each year.

E. Students will be notified of awards at the school awards presentation program.  

F. Committee members will keep all results confidential until the awards program.

III. Distribution of Scholarships

A. The scholarship money can be used any time within two years of high school graduation. 

B. If a student has been awarded a scholarship but does not claim it within the two years after graduation funds will revert back to the scholarship fund for the next year.

C. Exceptions to the above would be medical reasons or extenuating circumstances. The student would need to notify the committee should this occur and arrangements may be made for alternative fund disbursement.

D. Students must have been enrolled as a full-time student (12 hours completed) and show a semester GPA of 2.00 or better (at least a C) to school counselor.

E. Funds will be awarded directly to the student.
